GURU FUNCTIONS

1. Allows multiple users to access at the same time

2. Changes and updates can be done at the time of the encounter by anyone. (esp for PCP, immunizations, visits).
3. Rapid turnaround time for problems or breakdowns
4. Flexibility of the system to accommodate new fields or information, projects, studies

Patient Care:

5. Access patient by name, unit number or parent name

6. View at a glance on an individual: the name of the patient; unit number; birth date; a calculated age based on the current date and birthday in days, weeks, months, and years, depending on age; family address; PCP; insurance; the most recent 5 visits with the date, age at the time, clinic type of visit.

7. Downloads address information from SMS

8. Downloads insurance type

9. Indicate the type of encounter, primary, acute concerns, WIC, nurse visit, phone, referral, etc.

10. View an entire visit history on an individual patient and view fails, cancels, referral, etc.

11. Print visit histories 

12. Has capacity to type messages when changes are made, meds are prescribed

13. Enter referrals and authorizations, and recall the info when needed 

14. Enter height and weight

15. Downloads and prints immunization history
16. Downloads problem list from billing and prints
17. Print problem lists in groups or individuals from downloaded info. 

18. Access Pediatric Advisor for advice, and print information

19. Request specialty reports from Stuart Weinberg based on the information in the system

20. Manipulation of system to generate a provider list of tasks:
· prints directory information by name, birth date, zip code;
·  print age distribution; 
· count/print recommended WCC visits for given panel of patients

· print mailing labels (for clinic transition, provider turnover, recalls, flu vaccines, synagis and other mailings); 
· print immunization overdue list, print immunization age checkpoints and flu shot report.

21. Check patients for multiple providers

22. Prints daily list of patient scheduled by provider
Office Function:

23. Downloads daily scheduled appointments of the day’s providers (enters the information so that hand entering of each appointment is not necessary)

24. Print Progress notes in groups or individuals (form feed, multi layer sheet) – CC, ACS, NB with: 

· name

· date

· calculated age (in days for first month, weeks until 3 year, then months)

· sex
· birthdate

· medical record number

· PCP/ provider of the day

25. Downloads weekly information ( address, problems, and immunizations from SMS)
26. Print monthly reports of number of WIC visits or nurse visits, or by ACS or primary visits, daily clinic count, monthly count of patients and providers, monthly age distribution by clinic type.

27. Change among 3 printers

Panel management:

28. Immediately updates PCP

29. Print list of patient panel size for each provider, (permits us to know how many patients a given individual may have)
30. Print patient panel lists of individual patients followed by a specific provider, for their review, especially helpful in the transition to the new residents for re-assigning patients

31. Able to change a group of patients to a new provider in a group or individually

32. Ability to generate a list of patients by diagnoses (for RRC requirements)
33. Links patients by the home address 
· Easily look up sibs to keep same provider in family

· to assign MD to entire family if the family doesn’t know the name of the provider

34. Review unassigned/ inactive patients and recent visits and assign them a primary provider
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
